Election Headquarters

The passage of Proposal 2022-2 by Michigan voters in November 2022
brought numerous changes to local elections, and for the clerks who
administer them and townships that fund them. Proposal 2 preserved numerous
new voter rights within the state constitution, including four key elements highlighted below.

The state Legislature has passed legislation implementing many of the elements of the proposal
requirements, and the state Bureau of Elections [BOE) has released guidance, and will continue
to do so over the next several months. The Clerk's office is committed to sharing updates as they are
available.

W/ Early in-person voting for statewide and federal elections:
* Michigan is now required to offer 9 days of early in-person voting prior to statewide and federal elections only.

Per the BOE, permanent AV status moves with the voter when g
registration address is updated, and remains in Michigan.

+/ Required AV Applications and Ballot Drop-Boxes:

* According to new the new regulations, there must be at least one state-funded AV drop box for every 15,000
registered voters in a jurisdiction, plus an additional drop box for every additional 15,000 registered voters (Public
Act 85 of 2023). Therefore, the Township is required to add two additional drop boxes for AV applications and
ballot returns. These locations will be announced in an vpcoming mailer.
